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ALPE-ADRIA: TRANSPORT NETWORKS AND REGIONAL EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES

A new report in the field of Regional Planning analyses transport networks inside the Alps-Adriatic territory

The Alps-Adriatic Working Community again proves its leading position regarding the regionalisation of Europe by publishing the book “Spatial Development and Transport Networks”. The publication contains the central results of the 4th Alps-Adriatic Seminar on Regional Planning,  which was held in Pörtschach/Carinthia in June 2005. 

The chairman of Commission I “Regional Development and Environmental Protection” of the Alps-Adriatic Working Community, Peter Fercher (Carinthia), underlines in his preamble the importance of a well-balanced creation of an infrastructure in the field of transport, in order to avoid extensively regional imbalance. The head of the Alps-Adriatic Working Group on  “Regional Planning”, Margarita Jančič (Slovenia), emphasizes in the introduction the necessity of well planned transport networks in order to guarantee a sustainable spatial development.

The book is subdivided into two chapters: Chapter 1 demonstrates the aspects of regional planning in the field of transport networks for each Alps-Adriatic member region. Chapter 2 deals with the joint objectives and priorities for the whole territory of the Working Community. It is a perfect example of a policentrical development in Europe being characterized by huge agricultural areas. In order to cope with the challenge of globalisation in world economy it is necessary to create an infrastructure being able to guarantee a quick transport of people, goods and information over great distances. 
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
