ALPS ADRIATIC WORKING COMMUNITY – MAJOR PEACE PROJECT IN EUROPE
The Carinthian assessor Josef Martinz talks about the planned reform measures inside the Working Community – extraordinary Plenary Assembly in Klagenfurt planned for the end of June 2006 

Assessor Josef Martinz lately appreciated the Alps-Adriatic Working Community to be the most important peace project of the European heart, containing 14 republics, countries, regions and counties. At the yearly conference 2006 of the Carinthian co-workers of this international cooperative in Klagenfurt, the politician emphasized the contribution of the organisation to the integration of Europe. "Through the sustainable espousal of the variety of languages and cultures in this touchy part of the continent, the Working Community imparted valuable impulses for the growing together of the European community". Martinz referred to the approximately 500 common projects that were executed in the Working Community since its foundation in the year 1978, and every year 20 to 30 new ones are added. Particularly he accentuated the big culture and sporting events, through which thousand of young people are brought together in the Alps Adriatic area every year.
Martinz referred to the reform discussion inside the Alps Adriatic Working Community stimulated by Carinthia and said," The structures of the Working Community grown over many years need a sort of ‘purification’ program. We should strengthen the excellent results and cease the less efficient ones." An acceleration of the formal courses and an improvement of communication should be caused by the planned structural reforms within the Working Community. A corresponding reform proposal of the presiding county of Baranya and the General Secretariat was lately transmitted to be commented on. Assessor Martinz was confidently that at the extraordinary Plenary Assembly of the Working Community in Klagenfurt at the end of June 2006, the reform work will be assumed.    
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
