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WOMEN’S POLICY ONE FOCAL POINT OF THE ALPS-ADRIATIC WORKING COMMUNITY

Working Group on Women of the Alps-Adriatic Working Community plans project “Equal Opportunities inside the Alps-Adriatic territory” – Symposium themed women trafficking planned in Carinthia for autumn 2006 

The Working Group on Women of the Alps-Adriatic Working Community wants to deal with more effort cross-border questions regarding women’s policy. This was decided on during the meeting of the Working Group, recently taking place in the Hungarian county of Zala under the chairmanship of Piroska Kramarics. Thus it is planned to organise an information event regarding the problem of women trafficking inside the Alps-Adriatic territory that should be hosted in Carinthia in autumn 2006. Last year’s symposium themed “Paedophilia” that was organised by the Working Group on Women in Zagreb, met with a very positive response. 

Furthermore, the project “Equal Opportunities inside the Alps-Adriatic territory” was prepared at the meeting, supporting the work of equality inside the Alps-Adriatic area. The eastern enlargement brought a lot of important modifications regarding the cooperation inside the Working Group. Progresses in the field of equal opportunities and women’s policy demand for a higher transparency in the national cooperation as well as a sort of adjustment and enhancements of the existing objectives.

Presentation on the Internet

The Working Group on Women wants to present the existing structures and offers to the public, according to the successful cooperation over many years. It is planned to harmonize the different tasks with the EU directives taking into consideration the specific particularities of the regions. Out of this reason an interactive communication platform of the Alps-Adriatic women should be developed on the internet, using the existing material of the year 1998. Furthermore, it is planned to make a data-recall facility inside the different regions, to develop a sort of model as well as innovative and sustainable measures. 

The project management will be assumed by the Alps-Adriatic Working Group on Women of Carinthia under the chairmanship of Helga Grafschafter, mandatory for women matters at the provincial Government of Carinthia. Common measures will be opened to the public in all Alps-Adriatic languages as well as in English. Objectives of the Working Group on Women and the different member regions as well as existing regional offers regarding the following topics will be included: Equal Opportunities, Anti-Discrimination, Gender Mainstreaming, Equality of Treatment, Women’s Policy and Women’s Support.
