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ALPS-ADRIATIC WORKING COMMUNITY: YOUTH ACTION PROGRAM

Meeting of the Working Group on Youth of the Working Community in Ljubljana

The Alps-Adriatic Working Community prepares the realisation of an extensive youth action program. On the occasion of the meeting of the Working Group on Youth, recently taking place in Ljubljana (Slovenia) under the chairmanship of Zorko Skvor, the following projects were judged positively for the year 2006:

The 2nd Conference for Youth researchers in Pecs (Baranya) in July; a project regarding the intensification of collaboration of youth hostels inside the Alps-Adriatic territory entitled “Cosmopolitan for our Youth” in Zagreb (Croatia) in August; the 10th International Youth Meeting “Life is Movement, Movement is Life” in Burgenland in July; a sailing boat competition on the Neusiedlersee (Burgenland) in May; the “Alps-Adriatic Crash Camp – Language Camp” in Styria; the meeting “We are brothers and sisters” in Carinthia in May; the 19th Alps-Adriatic Youth Chess Gala in Carinthia in November; the Youth Forum in Veneto region in September.

The representative of the Slovenian Ministry for foreign Affairs, Peter Kastelic, addressed the youth representatives from the Alps-Adriatic member regions and emphasized the importance of the Alps-Adriatic Working Community. Kastelic expressed his hope regarding the continuation of the high level of activities also after the planned structure reforms. The General Secretary of the Working Community, Hellwig Valentin, underlined the importance of youth work inside the organisation and thanked Slovenia for its dedication considering the chairmanship in the Working Group on Youth. 

Disaster Prevention and Control: Closer Collaboration

The Working Group on Disaster Prevention and Control of the Alps-Adriatic Working Community recently dealt with the possibility of a closer collaboration regarding this topic in Udine. On the occasion of the meeting, which was chaired by Guglielmo Berlasso (Friuli-Venezia Giulia), the representatives of the Alps-Adriatic regions talked about a joint statement considering cross-border cooperation in the field of disaster prevention. 

The involved countries manifest in the existing draft their “Intention to the best possible collaboration and to the trade-off of the necessary measures inside their regions, in order to guarantee the protection and integrity of human lives, of real assets and of the environment in the case of a disaster or in the case of imminent danger”. The document should be discussed again during the next meeting in October 2006 after having been analyzed by the different member regions. The signing is planned for the end of the year.    
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
